Please Provide:  

Equipment:  LCD Projector with DVD player (and sound) and screen or wall to 
project on to. Sound System with Microphone that works well.

Space Requirements:  20’x20’ minimum.  Audience seated in rows facing forward 
with a small middle lane for volunteers to walk toward performance area.

45 minutes before show time:  Please have LCD projector, DVD, Screen, Sound 
system and microphone set up and in working order before René arrives. Pease 
run a test to be sure.

30 minutes before show time:  René will arrive, change, lay out ropes, and help 
with seating arrangement.  She will give you the DVD for the performance. Please 
check the sound and visual through the LCD projector.  Please check the sound 
system.  René will then  sound check the microphone.

15 minutes before show time:  Please check with René to see if she needs a 
volunteer to help during the show with playing music and turning the lights off 
and on.

Showtime:  Please ask a PTA member, Principal or Physical Education to 
introduce René as follows:  “Have you ever met someone who jumps rope for a 
living? What about someone who joined the Circus? Rene “Beebo” did. She is 
our guest today—and she’s going to perform her rope jumping magic just  for 
you. She’s also going to teach you some very cool moves with a rope. Rene has 
won numerous world championships and has traveled the world performing her 
rope jumping skills. So get ready to listen, as Rene tells us how she became a 
professional rope jumper”
